Offered on an exclusive-use basis, each wedding feels 
unhurried and deeply personal - as though you’ve been 
handed the keys to a private home for the day.

the moment you arrive, the house becomes yours: calm, 
welcoming, and filled with considered details.

We host a limited number of weddings each year, 
allowing us to focus on what matters most - thoughtful 
planning, exceptional food, and creating an atmosphere 

that feels effortless and entirely your own.

Known for our intimate celebrations, The Old Vicarage 
is a place where guests feel at home, and where weddings 
are shaped by connection, meaning, and quiet elegance.



Located just 30 minutes from Nottingham and a little 
over an hour by train from London, Southwell is a 

thriving market town, home to independent shops, local 
businesses and a variety of accommodation options for 

your guests to enjoy.

Our beautiful Vicarage is completely private and 
exclusively yours on your wedding day. From the 

moment you arrive at the gates and follow the gravel 
drive, a sense of calm sets in. The gardens and grounds 

provide a peaceful backdrop throughout the day, offering 
space to pause, gather and enjoy the surroundings at an 

unhurried pace.







The Old Vicarage began its life as the vicarage to the 
neighbouring Holy Trinity Church, serving the parish 

from 1847 until 1946. In later years, the house was 
entrusted to Nottinghamshire County Council and 

became a retirement and respite home, offering warmth, 
care and comfort to many within the local community.

After closing in 1999, the building stood quietly for 
several years, gradually falling into disrepair. In 2005, 
our family acquired the house with a deep respect for 
its history and a clear vision for its future. Through a 
careful and considered restoration, The Old Vicarage 

was brought back to life, preserving its character while 
allowing it to evolve.

Today, the house remains family-owned and lovingly 
run, with ongoing investment made to ensure it 

continues to grow, adapt and endure. The Old Vicarage is 
not only a place of celebration, but a home with a story 
- one we are proud to carry forward for generations to 

come.



The most important detail to know is that we host only 
one wedding at a time - ensuring your day is entirely 

your own. Weddings at The Old Vicarage include 
exclusive use of the house and grounds from 10am on 
the day of your wedding until 10.30am the following 

morning.
